Section II.  Instructions to Bidders (ITB)  

 
 

A. Introduction  
1 Source of Funds 

1.1 Source of funds is referred to in Clause-1 of the Bid Data Sheet 

 

2 Eligible Bidders 

 

2.1 This Invitation for Bids is open to all suppliers from eligible sources as defined in the PPRA rules and 

its Bidding Documents except as provided hereinafter. The Bidder must be/have: 

i.          Active Income and Sales Taxpayer available on ATL. 

ii .         Record of taxes deposited in last two years/audited financial report. 

ii i.         Company Profile. 

iv.        Bank statement for the last two years. 

v.         List of Relevant /Similar services/supplies provided in the last two years. 

vi.        Quality Certification(s) ï where required. 

vii .        Undertaking on judicial stamp paper that 2% B i d  security is attached with the financial proposal. 

vii i.      Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) Authority letter. 

ix.        Non-blacklisting record certificate on Judicial stamp paper. 

 

2.2 B i d d e r s should not be directly associated with or have been associated in the past. Or indirectly, with a firm 

or any of its affil iates in which the Procuring agency has engaged to provide consulting services to prepare 

the design, specifications, and other documents to procure the goods to be purchased under this Invitation 

for Bids. 

2.3 Bidders shall not be eligible to bid if they are under a declaration of ineligibil ity for corrupt and fraudulent 

practices issued by any government organization in accordance with the PPRA rules. 

 

3 Eligible Goods and Serv ices 

 

3.1 All goods and related services to be supplied under the contract shall have their origin in eligible source 

countries of the world with whom the Islamic Republic of Pakistan has commercial relations, and its 

Tender Documents and all expenditures made under the contract will be limited to such goods and services. 

3.2 For purposes of this clause, ñoriginò means the place where the goods are mined, grown, or produced 

or the place from which the related services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through 

manufacturing, processing, or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized 

product results that are substantiall y different in basic characteristics or purpose or util ity from its 

components. 

 

4 Cost of Tender  

 

4.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and the Purchaser 

named in the Bid Data Sheet, hereinafter referred to as ñthe Purchaser,ò will in no case be responsible or 

liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the tender process.

10 Bid Form 

 

10.1 The Bidder shall complete the Bid Form and the appropriate Price Schedule furnished in the tender 

documents, indicating the goods to be supplied, a brief description of the goods, their country of origin, 

quantity, and prices. 

 

11 Bid Pr ices 

 

11.1 The Bidder shall indicate on the appropriate Price Schedule the unit prices (where applicable) and total bid 

price for the Goods proposed to supply, install, commission, test, and train under the contract.

14 Documents Establishing Goodsô Eligibility and Conformity to Tender Documents 

 

14.1 The Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the eligibility and conformity to the 

tender documents of all goods and services that the Bidder proposes to supply, install, and commission 

under the contract. 
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14.2 The documentary evidence of the eligibility of the goods and services shall consist of a statement in the 

Price Schedule of the country of origin of the goods and services offered, which shall be confirmed by a 

certificate of origin issued at the time of shipment. 

14.3 The documentary evidence of conformity of the goods and services to the tender documents may be in 

the form of literature, drawings, and data and shall consist of: 

14.3.1 Detailed description of the essential technical and performance characteristics of the goods 

14.3.2 a li st giving full particulars, including available sources and current prices of spare parts, s p e c i a l tools, 

etc., necessary for the proper and continuing functioning of the goods for a period to be specified in the 

Bid Data Sheet, following the commencement of the use of the goods by the Procuring agency; and 

14.3.3 an item-by-item commentary on the Procuring agencyôs Technical Specifications demonstrating 

substantial responsiveness of the goods and services to those specifications or a statement of deviations 

and exceptions to the provisions of the Technical Specifications. 

14.4 For purposes of the commentary to be furnished pursuant to ITB Clause 14.3(c) above, the Bidder 

shall note that standards for workmanship, material, and equipment, as well as references to brand names 

or catalogue numbers designated by the Procuring agency in its Technical Specifications, are intended to 

be descriptive only and not restrictive. The Bidder may substitute alternative standards, brand names, 

and/or catalogue numbers in its bid provided it demonstrates to the Procuring agencyôs satisfaction that 

the substitutions ensure substantial equivalence to those designated in the Technical Specifications. 

 

15 Bid Secur ity 

 

15.1 Pursuant to ITB Clause 9, the Bidder shall furnish a bid security in the amount specified in the Bid Data 

Sheet as part of its financial bid. The Bidder shall submit an affidavit on stamp paper with the technical 

bid that ñthe requisite Bid Security of 2% of the total bid has been placed separately in the sealed 

envelope of t h e  financial bidò.  The amount of Bid Security is not to be disclosed in the Affidavit. In case 

of failure to submit an affidavit for bid security with the technical bid, his bid shall be rejected by the 

Purchaser as non-responsive.

15.5 Unsuccessful biddersô bid securities will be discharged or returned as promptly as possible but not later 

than thirty (30) days after the expiration of the bid validity period prescribed by the Purchaser pursuant 

to ITB Clause 16. 

15.6 The successful Bidderôs bid security will be discharged upon the Bidder signing the contract, pursuant to 

ITB Clause 33, and furnishing the performance security, pursuant to ITB Clause 34. 

15.7 The bid security may be forfeited: 

15.7.1 if a Bidder:  

15.7.1.1 withdraws its bid during the period of bid validity specified by the bidder on the bid form or 

15.7.1.2 does not accept the correction of errors pursuant to ITB Clause 24.2 

15.7.2 in the case of a successful Bidder , if the Bidder fails: 

15.7.2.1 to sign the contract in accordance with ITB Clause 33; or
